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1. Basic Thinking  
Taking maximum advantage of this unique occasion bringing together multi-stakeholder, the Internet Governance Forum (IGF) should discuss issues for which the cooperation of the international community and response through partnerships are vital for their resolution.

Among them, priority in the first IGF should be given to the consideration of matters that have a high degree of urgency and matters relating to the core of the development of the Internet society.
Today the Internet is developing on a global scale as an essential infrastructure for corporate and social activities. The major driving force behind the Internet’s development is the originality and ingenuity of the private sector, centered on business community. Corporate Japan also wish to fulfill the role expected of us through corporate activities and to contribute to the development of the information society and the Internet society.

However, anxiety about the use of the Internet caused by such phenomena as phishing, spam, malware, and the leakage of personal information is casting a shadow over its development. We sincerely wish that the Internet society will achieve continued development. For this purpose, it is more important than anything else that international organizations, governments, private corporations and civil society of the world cooperate in tackling the building of an environment in which information and communications technology (ICT), including the Internet, can be used safely and securely by anyone, anywhere, at any time, and for anything. 
2. General Statement about the Specific Themes at the IGF
We believe the four themes that the Advisory Group recommended fully reflect our opinions above-mentioned, and it is appropriate to exchange views and information about them at the IGF. And among them, we strongly hope the following 6 issues preferentially discussed at the 1st IGF.
We look forward to constructive discussions at the IGF regarding these issues with the aim of forming a consensus regarding the necessary level of countermeasures, etc., the sharing of best practices, and so on.
1) Issues related to establishing a Secure and Safe Internet Usage
(a)
Internet Security (to combat cybercrime, phishing, malware, etc.)
Since it is impossible today for individual organizations and individual countries to adopt adequate countermeasures for the ensuring of security on their own, we should aim to build a mechanism through which the international community can unite, share information, and cooperation in the formulation of security countermeasures.
(b)
Protection of Privacy (personal information)
(c)
Spam 
Discussions should be deepened regarding effective countermeasures that combine technical solutions and legal restrictions.
２) Issues related to the social and cultural base of the Information Society

(d)
Capacity building
In order for everyone to become able to utilize ICT, education and training, including not only technological skills but also etiquette, are important. In this respect, education on the security side should be one pillar, and the “security culture” proposal of the Organization for Economic Cooperation and Development (OECD) will be useful as a reference here.
(e)
Balance of freedom of expression and regulation of contents
Freedom of expression is essential for the development of the Internet society. However, minimum regulations against harmful contents are also necessary, so it is important to strike a balance between the two.
(f)
Multilingual support
Rather than restricting domain names and so on, studies should be made of measures to enable the transmission of information through multiple languages.
3. Points to Note in Discussions
Since many organizations are already engaging in significant activities regarding the various issues relating to Internet governance (ex. the activities of the Council of Europe (COE) concerning measures against cybercrime, the activities of the OECD against Spam, etc), it is important to have activities that make optimum use of these results and lead to specific outcomes.
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
