The following text is excerpted from an ongoing discussion on the IGF Multistakeholder Advisory Group mailing list. The only changes made relate to an effort to anonymize the comments in respect of the Chatham House rule and separate issues related to logistics and internal procedures. The discussion took place between 1 - 31 October, 2010.

Dear colleagues, 

Let me start by thanking you all for your contribution to make the Vilnius meeting a success! The reactions I had were unanimously positive. Of course, there is always room for improvement and, as every year, we are holding our traditional stocktaking session next month. The open consultations will look at what worked well and what worked less well and what are the lessons learned from Vilnius to make sure that the 2011 meeting will be better still. Of course, there is the proviso that we do not know yet whether the General Assembly will extend the IGF mandate, but by the end of November we should  know more, as by then the Second Committee should have finished its work. However, the final decision will be taken by the General Assembly in the second half of December. 

I would like to take this opportunity to encourage you to submit your written contributions for the stocktaking session. All contributions received by 24 October will be reflected in a synthesis paper. You will recall that last May we created a questionnaire regarding the MAG - MAG members are of course also invited to send in their contributions. 

By now we have completed most of the immediate follow-up to the Vilnius meeting. All Web casts and transcripts are uploaded, but we are still waiting for some of the reports. The final version of the Chairman's Summary is now also available, as approved by the Lithuanian Chair. You will note that it is much more succinct than the first version. However, a more comprehensive expanded version, containing all the names of Chairmen, moderators and panellists, is also available. 

Lastly, in Vilnius we gave more space to national and regional IGF initiatives. At a roundtable meeting on these initiatives we agreed to set up a listserve to facilitate communication among the various organizers.
